Dear Jobies and Directors of Music,

Grand Session 2012 is rapidly approaching and I look forward to seeing all of the girls who decide to enter the music competitions this year.
The Ritual song for this year is “Come Holy Spirit” (both verses) or “Now Our Work Is Over” from the new music ritual.  One of these songs is required for all participants in the Music competition, whether you are singing (choir, vocal solos or groups) or playing (piano or other instrument).  You may use either the simplified or regular version of the ritual song.  Remember that you must sing or play the whole song, all verses.  If you need the ritual music transposed for a particular instrument, please contact me and I will get it to you.

The category for the optional piece this year is open.  You may choose any piece that is Jobie-appropriate and does not come from the Music Ritual.  You must sing or play the music as it is written, all verses, and you must bring one original and two copies of your choice piece of music to competition.  If you re-arrange any of the music, please note it on the copies of music you give to the judges.
The categories for competition this year are as follows:

· Bethel choir (5 + members) – Division A & B (will be determined after registration)
· Vocal small group (2-4 members)

· Piano solo

· Instrumental solo

· Instrumental group (2 or more members) 

· ASL Signing – Any size group, any Jobie-appropriate song (even from the ritual) – only one song to be performed
Some important points to remember:

1. You should only plan to compete if you plan to practice and be ready before going to Grand Session.  The judges are volunteers and their time should not be wasted with ill-prepared music.

2. The age groups for solo competitions are:  10-13, 14-16 and 17+.

3. All girls will compete in robes and headbands (no capes or crowns).

4. Please remember that due to copyright laws, no copies of the non-ritual music can be accepted. Only original music. You do not need to worry about Ritual music, as I will have copies for the judges.
5. All vocal music and ASL movements must be memorized.

6. If a Daughter’s piece requires accompaniment, she is responsible for providing it, either by CD or real-life musician.

7. Each Daughter may only compete once in each category.  For example:  a Daughter can participate in her Bethel choir, sing a duet with a friend, perform a vocal solo, play a piano solo, play an instrumental solo, and be part of an instrumental group.  She may not perform a duet with one friend and then do another duet with a different friend.
8. Once again, Sister Bethels have the opportunity to compete together in the music competitions, but are limited to the stipulations in #7 above.

9. There will be practice rooms available.  Keyboards and CD players will be provided for practice and competition, but if you need any other player or equipment please bring it with you.
10. Judging sheets are available online so you can see what the scoring criteria are for each competition.

Daughters and adults, please call or write with any questions or concerns about Grand Session music competitions.  I am happy to help and want to hear from you.
